CERAMIQUE PRESENTEERT HET CENTRE CERAMIQUE DE TEN-
TOONSTELLING EXTENDED VIEWS MET WERK VAN ZESTIEN
KUNSTENAARS UIT DE TIEN NIEUWE LIDSTATEN EN DE VIER
KANDIDAAT-LIDSTATEN VAN DE EUROPESE UNIE. VAN 15 TOT EN
MET 31 OKTOBER, VANAF 17.00 UUR TOT MIDDERNACHT, VORMEN,
DE TYPERENDE GROTE GLAZEN FACADES IN DE WIJK HET
PROJECTIEVLAK VOOR VIDEOWERKEN VAN GERENOMMEERDE
KUNSTENAARS EN AANSTORMEND JONG TALENT.

Het Centre Céramique neemt met de tentoonstelling Extended Views een eigenzinnige plaats
in binnen de groeiende aandacht voor kunst en cultuur uit Oost Europa. Extended Views
mijdt de museale binnenmuren, gaat de straat op en presenteert videoprojecties in de
openbare ruimte. Vanuit culturele instellingen, kantoren, winkels, appartementen en café’s
worden de video's op doorzichtschermen geprojecteerd waardoor de beelden in de
wandelzones te zien zijn. De kunstwerken op Plein 1992 en de Avenue Céramique gaan
niet alleen een relatie aan met de architectuur en functie van de gebouwen, maar in het
bijzonder ook met de mensen die zich in de wijk bevinden.

Uit de werken spreekt betrokkenheid met de politieke en culturele tradities en veranderingen
in Europa en de aangrenzende regio’s. Identiteit, nationaal of internationaal bewustzijn,
en het al dan niet ervaren van grenzen zijn dragende thema's. Universele waarden spelen
in elk werk, ook in de meest persoonlijke beschouwingen, een rol. Een aantal video's laat
daarbij weinig of niets zien van de geografische herkomst van de kunstenaar. De zestien
kunstenaars in Extended Views tonen aan dat kunst uit Oost Europa thuishoort in de cultuur
van een groter ‘Europa’.

De tentoonstelling wordt begeleid door een tweetalige ‘gids’ (Eng./Ned.) die in een oplage
van 4000 gratis zal worden verspreid. De tentoonstellingsgids beschrijft de 16 projecties
en bevat naast een beknopte biografie van de kunstenaars ook een plattegrond van de
locaties van waaruit de werken worden geprojecteerd. Een twintigtal driehoeksborden in
de wijk geeft informatie over de kunstenaars en de locaties van de werken.

MARIQO CAUSIC (Croatia, 1972, lives and works in Osijek) studied

at the Fine Arts Academy in Zagreb. In 2000 he won second prize at the
International Student Biennial in Skopje, Macedonia and was granted the
‘Vice-Chancellor's Award' by the University of Zagreb. His work has been
presented at various exhibitions in Croatia and Romania.

CALIN DAN (Romania, 1955, lives and works in Amsterdam and Bucharest)
participated in the Biennials of Istanbul, Venice, Sao Paolo, Manifesta, and
Berlin, and Videonale Bonn, and presented his work at numerous solo and
group exhibitions, such as those at the Neuer Berliner Kunstverein, ZKM

Karlsruhe, IASPIS Gallery, Stockholm, De Appel, Amsterdam, Ludwig Museum,
Cologne and the Museum of Contemporary Art/Kalinderu Media Lab, Bucharest.

|[EVA DZINTARE & OJARS APINIS (Latvia, they live and work in
Riga) leva Dzintare (1970) studied at the University of Latvia and the Latvian
Academy of Fine Arts (Textile Art Department). In 2002, she participated
in the NIFCA Artist Residencies Programme. Ojars Apinis (1969) studied
at the Ventspils Music School and the Latvian Academy of Fine Arts (Metal
Design Department). Their previous cooperation project, Port, was subsidized
by the Soros Foundation and was exhibited in Riga, Zwolle and Gmiind.

EIKE (Halle/Saale, Germany, 1966, lives and works in Budapest) studied
philosophy at the University of Technology, and later visual arts and film
at the HBK, both in Braunschweig. Exhibitions of his work include those
at ARCO in Madrid, Artforum Berlin, and V2 in Rotterdam. Apart from video
work, Eike also makes installations, photos, objects and computer works.
He is co-founder and curator of Videospace Budapest, and was on the
board of the Young Artists Association in Budapest for seven years.

DAMIJAN KRACINA & KATARINA TOMAN (Slovania, they live
and work in Ljubljana) Damijan Kracina (1970) studied sculpture at the
Academy for the Visual Arts in Ljubljana, and in 1999 completed his
specialization in sculpture and video at the same art school. Katarina Toman
Kracina (1968) is a graduate from the Academy for the Visual Arts in
Ljubljana. Her paintings could be seen at, for example, the Moderna Galerija
in Ljubljana and the WAH Center in New York. Both artists are co-founder
and member of the Provokart group, and have been working together since
1993.

ANE LAN (Lithuania, 1972, lives and works in Oslo, Norway). After two
years of study at the Fine Arts Department of the Kaunas Public Art School,
he graduated at the Institute of Color of the National College of Art & Design
in Oslo. His short video works have been exhibited at, for example, the
Whitney Museum in New York and the Astrup Fearnley Museum in Oslo.
He also contributed to a number of festivals, including the Viper
International Film & Video Festival in Basel.

HAJNAL NEMETH (Hungary, 1972, lives and works in Berlin) After her
studies at the Intermedia Department of the Hungarian Academy of Fine
Arts in Budapest, Hajnal Németh ( spent some time at Studio Duende in
Rotterdam and Kiinstlerhaus Bethanien in Berlin. Solo-exhibitions of her
video and photographic work could be seen at the Ludwig Museum in
Budapest and the Moderna Museet in Stockholm. Moreover, her work has
been presented as part of various group exhibitions, including the 2nd Berlin
Biennial.

NIKA RADIC (Croatia, 1968, lives and works in Zagreb) studied sculpture
at the Academy of Fine Arts in Zagreb and Art History at the University of
Vienna, Austria. Since 1990, she has been presenting her work in a great
many solo and group exhibitions, in Croatia and abroad. Radic's most recent
works deal with radicalized situations in which the usual communication
codes are reduced to elementary pictorial characteristics. Recent exhibitions
include 'Without Words' at Grita Insam Gallery, Vienna and 'Cocoon’ at the
Museum of Contemporary Art, Zagreb. In 2003, she was awarded the Radoslav
Putar award for young artists by the ICA, Zagreb.

EGLE RAKAUSKAITE (Lithuania, 1967, lives and works in Vilnius)
considers 'time' to be the most important element in her sculptures,
performances, photography and video work. After her studies at the Academy
of Arts in Vilnius, she soon began to participate in the international exhibition
circuit, with her work being presented, for example, during the 5th International
Biennial of Istanbul and the 48th Venice Biennial. Her work was recently
exhibited at the Frankfurter Kunstverein, at Tate London, and at the
Renaissance Society in Chicago.

PAVLA SCERANKOVA (Slovakia, 1980, lives and works in Bratislava)
studied at the Academy of Fine Arts in Prague and followed six-month
courses at the Fine Arts Academy of Stuttgart and the Gray School of Art
in Aberdeen, Scotland. Her work could be seen at various exhibitions and
festivals in Slovakia, Czechia, Hungary, Germany and Scotland. In 2002,
she received the Jozefa Hlavka Award. Last year her first solo exhibition
took place at 'Galerie Unsichtbar' in Stuttgart.

JANOS SUGAR (Hungary, 1958, lives and works in Budapest) studied
sculpture at the Hungarian Visual Arts Academy in Budapest. During his
student years, he was actively involved in the exhibitions and performances
of Indigo, an underground art group. His work includes installations, perfor-
mances and video works. He has participated in national and international
exhibitions, such as, Documenta IX in Kassel, Manifesta | in Rotterdam
and the Anthology Film Archives in New York.

HALE TENGER (Turkey, 1960, lives and works in Istanbul) studied at
the Istanbul State Academy of Fine Arts and the South Glamorgan Institute
of Higher Education in Cardiff. Her work has been presented at a great
many international exhibitions, such as the Kwangju Biennial in Korea and
the 8th Biennial of Havana. Other exhibitions of her work include those at
the Nikolaj Contemporary Art Center in Copenhagen, the ZKM in Karlsruhe,
Museum Fridericianum in Kassel and the New Museum of Contemporary
Art in New York.

KRASSIMIR TERZIEV (Bulgaria, 1969, lives and works in Sofia) uses
different media and strategies in his artistic practice. Apart from his painting,
photography, video and interventions in public space, he was also co-founder
and board member of the interSpace Media Art Center, from 1988 to 2004.
Exhibitions of his work include those at TATE Modern, London, ARCO 04
Media Art Lab, Madrid, The Renaissance Society, Chicago, the 9th Cairo
Biennial, Ehnaton Art Center, Cairo, Egypt, The Kitchen, New York and

De Fabriek in Eindhoven.

VAHIT TUNA (Turkey, 1971, lives and works in Istanbul) studied graphic
design at the Marmara University in Istanbul, and in 2002/2003 spent time
at Schloss Solitude in Stuttgart. His work (photography, video art and
installations) could be seen at events such as Manifesta 3, Borderline
Syndrome in Ljubljana, and at the exhibition Speculations at Platform
Contemporary Art Center in Istanbul. Tuna is responsible for the design

of Art-ist, the Istanbul-based periodical on contemporary artists.

NOMEDA & GEDIMINAS URBONAS (Lithuania, 1966 and 1968,
live and work in Vilnius) commit themselves to “studying the transformation
of Lithuanian society into a capitalist one”. In 1997, they co-founded the
Jutempus Interdisciplinary Art Program to develop projects that "question
the relativity of freedom". Their projects have been presented by such
institutions as Witte de With, Rotterdam, Kiinstlerhaus, Stuttgart, IASPIS,
Stockholm, Ludwig Museum, Budapest, Sprengels Museum, Hannover, and
at Manifesta 4, Frankfurt. Their 'Ruta Remake Project’ was launched at the
Kiinstlerhaus Stuttgart in 2002 and continued in 'Secession' (Vienna 2003)
and the 3rd Berlin Biennial (2004).

X-TENDO (Bulgaria) The full name of X-Tendo, an artists' association
based in Sofia, is 'The Association for City Research by the Means of Arts
X-Tendo'. The members have completed the bachelor programme of the
Theatrical Department at the New Bulgarian University in Sofia. X-Tendo
sees the city as an area of research, and at the same time as the podium
for its interventions. With films, installations, performances, publications
and seminars, the group tries to penetrate the processes that constitute
the contemporary city.
